BRIEF FACTS OF THE CASE 


The petitioner has filed the above writ petition seeking quashing of the  notice dated 11.09.2017 issued by the Respondent No.9 under Section 41A of the Code of Criminal Procedure thereby implicating the petitioner in Crime No.101/2017 for the offences punishable under Section 341, 504, 323, 506, 427, 307, 324 Read with Section 34 Indian Penal Code. The petitioner is also seeking for certain directions to the Respondents for effective implementation of The Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act, 1960 and various rules made thereunder and also The Karnataka Prevention of Cow Slaughter and Cattle Preservation Act, 1964 and Karnataka Prevention of Animals Sacrifices Act, 1959 and the Rules made thereunder. The petitioner is also seeking for a direction to the Respondents for taking certain effective steps for the Protection, Preservation and Development of Cow Progeny in the State of Karnataka along with certain other consequential reliefs. 

The petitioner herein is a practicing Advocate in Puttur Bar Association. He is also a social worker and doing yeomen service to the society. The petitioner is also a Nationalist and has got deep faith and concern for the Cow Progeny. He is inspired by the Cow protection, preservation, development movement initiated by Sri Sri Ragaveshwara Bharathi Swamiji, Bharathiya Gouparivar and Hindhui Jagaran Vedhike.  On 12.08.2017 at about 8.15 am certain persons were illegally transporting the Cows in a goods tempo at a place called Kannadka of Paduvanooru village, Puttur. Some activists who are working for the protection, preservation and development of Cow Progeny helped the police in preventing the said vehicle and take the accused and the Cows into the custody of the police. Thereafter, the accused were produced before the jurisdictional court and Cows were remanded to the nearest Goshala for being taken care during the pendency of the investigation and trial. The accused were also released on bail.  In crime No. 100/2017 for the offence punishable under Sections 8, 11, and 11(d) of The Karnataka Prevention of Cow Slaughter and Cattle Prevention act 1964, Section 66 and 192A of The Indian Motor Vehicles Act, Section 128 of the Central Motor Vehicles Rules 2015.

As a counter blast and an after thought a complaint was given by the accused against the persons who helped the police in taking action against them. Based on the said complaint of the accused, in Crime No.100/2017, Crime No.101/2017 for the offences punishable under Sections 341, 504, 323, 506, 427, 307, 324 read with Section 34 of the Indian Penal Code has been registered two individuals. The petitioner herein being a practicing Advocate as part of his profession has filed vakalath and bail application on behalf of the accused in Crime No.101/2017. At this juncture, due to political intervention of the ruling party, in order to facilitate the accused in Crime No.100/2017 and to threaten the petitioner from providing legal assistance to the activists, the Respondent No.9 herein has issued a notice under Section 41A of the Code of Criminal Procedure on 16.08.2017 seeking explanation of the petitioner. The petitioner has sent his reply through Registered Post and Acknowledgement Due which was served on the police on 22.08.2017.  


Thereafter the Respondent No.9 issued one more notice dated 11.09.2017 thereby implicating the petitioner in Crime No.101/2017 by narrating the story that this petitioner has also participated in the said alleged crime.  It is submitted that the petitioner is innocent and law abiding citizen and more over he is a practicing Advocate.  Because of the political pressure the Respondent No.9 is trying to implicate the petitioner in the above crime, which has resulted in miscarriage of justice. The fundamental rights of the petitioner guaranteed under Article 21 of the Constitution of India are being violated by the Respondent No.9. The only hidden agenda of the Respondent No.9 is to fix the petitioner in the above crime, though he is only an Advocate who has filed vakalath and bail application on behalf of the accused in Crime No.101/2017. Further, the petitioner is a sympathizer of the Bharathiya Janatha Party, which is a National Political Party and providing legal service to the activists who fought for the welfare, protection, preservation and development of Cow Progeny in the State. The initiation and continuation of the above case is abuse of process of law and liable to be quashed. 


Under these circumstances, the petitioner has filed the above writ petition on the grounds that Article 48, 48A and 51A (g) of Constitution of India provides for protection, preservation and development of Cow Progeny. 

But, both the Central and the State government have failed to implement the said provisions effectively and even today they have not taken any effective steps for implementation of the said provisions. Only for the name sake they have enacted some Acts and Rules but have failed to implement the same effectively which has resulted in illegal transportation and slaughtering of the Cows.  There is no proper mechanism and yardsticks for proper and effective implementation of the same. Entry 15 of the State List and Entry 17 and 17A of the Concurrent List of the 7th Schedule to the Constitution of India deals with the said subject matter. Unfortunately, dumb animals or living creatures, which are very much essential for agriculture, horticulture, environment and livelihood for the human beings has been neglected and the same are being illegally slaughtered which is contrary to law.  But, the police are registering the cases against innocent persons and the NGO’s who are working for the welfare of the animals and who are in no way connected with the illegal transportation and slaughtering of the Cows.  


The Cow Progeny is being worshipped by the Hindus as sacred Animal by calling it as Gomatha. Even in the great epics i.e. Ramayana and Mahabharatha there is reference of worship of Cow Progeny. This practice is being followed since from our ancient period. Further, Hindus and Jains are treating the Cow as part of their life and as such it is the bounden duty of the Central and the State Government to protect, preserve and develop the Cow Progeny.  Most of the population of India is depending upon the agriculture for their livelihood. The Cow Progeny is very much essential for the agriculture activities, environment protection, healthy atmosphere and more particularly for the economic development of the country.  However, the life of such a useful and sacred animal is under stake.  

The ingredients of the offences alleged are not made out. It is apparent on the face of the record that the petitioner as part of his profession has filed vakalth and bail application on behalf of the accused in Crime No.101/2017, who have been falsely implicated with oblique motive in order to tarnish their image and reputation and also to harass the humiliate them in the eyes of public. The petitioner being an Advocate has filed vakalth and bail application on behalf of the accused as a part of his profession. As a counter blast and in order to harass and humiliate the petitioner, the impugned notice is issued. The very initiation and continuation of the above proceedings is abuse of process of the court, which has resulted in miscarriage of justice.


The petitioner’s fundamental rights under Article 21 and 19 of the Constitution of India are being violated by virtue of initiation of the proceedings and the same is abuse of process of law and there is a need of interference by this Hon’ble Court to secure ends of justice to protect the fundamental rights of the petitioner and that right to live under Article 21 of the Constitution of India is available to living creatures and they too have right to live.  It is duty of the every citizen to protect the rights of the living creature and that both the Central and State government have no proper mechanism and yardsticks for proper and effective implementation of the Acts and Rules made thereunder for protection, preservation and development of the Cow Progeny. Though there are many Acts and Rules have been enacted, the Government has no proper thought or intention to implement them in their proper prospective. Therefore, day-to-day the number of illegal transportation and slaughtering of Cows are increased. Further, both the Central and State Government have failed to protect the fundamental rights guaranteed under Constitution of India in this regard. The Freedom of Religion guaranteed under Article 25 and 26 of the Constitution of India religious faith and right of the citizens needs to be protected and the Cow Progeny being the subject matter of worship, the same needs to be preserved, protected and developed in the interest of the Nation. Hence, the above writ petition is filed seeking intervention of this Hon’ble Court.

(MEMORANDUM OF WRIT PETITION UNDER ARTICLES 226 AND 227 OF THE CONSTITUTION OF INDIA READ WITH SECTION 482 OF THE CODE OF CRIMINAL PROCEDURE)


The petitioner above named most respectfully submits as follows: 

1.
In this writ petition, the petitioner is seeking quashing of the notice dated 11.09.2017 issued by the Respondent No.9 under Section 41A of the Code of Criminal Procedure thereby implicating the petitioner in Crime No.101/2017 for the offences punishable under Sections 341, 504, 323, 506, 427, 307, 324 Read with Section 34 of the Indian Penal Code. The petitioner is also seeking for certain directions to the Respondents for effective implementation of the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act, 1960 and various rules made thereunder and also the Karnataka Prevention of Cow Slaughter and Cattle Preservation Act, 1964, Karnataka Prevention of Animals Sacrifices Act, 1959 and the Rules made thereunder. The petitioner is also seeking for a direction to the Respondents for taking certain effective steps for the Protection, Preservation and Development of Cow Progeny in the State of Karnataka along with certain other consequential reliefs.  A certified copy of the notice dated 11.09.2017 is produced herewith and marked as ANNEXURE - A.

FACTS OF THE CASE

2.
It is submitted that the petitioner herein is a practicing Advocate in Puttur Bar Association. He is also a social worker and doing yeomen service to the society.  The petitioner is also a Nationalist and has got deep faith and concern for the Cow Progeny who are unable to speak for themselves. He is inspired by the Cow protection, preservation, and development movement initiated by Sri Sri Ragaveshwara Bharathi Swamiji, Bharathiya Gouparivar and Hindhui Jagaran Vedhike.   A copy of his Identity issued by Bar Council is produced herewith and marked as ANNEXURE - A1.
3.
It is further submitted that on 12.08.2017 at about 8.15 am certain persons were illegally transporting the Cows in a goods tempo at a place called Kannadka of Paduvanooru village, Puttur. Some activists who are working for the protection, preservation and development of Cow Progeny helped the police in preventing the said vehicle and took the accused and the Cows into the custody of the police.  Thereafter, the accused were produced before the jurisdictional court and Cows were remanded to the nearest Goshala for taking care during the pendency of the investigation and trial. The accused were also released on bail. The Respondent police registered crime No. 100/2017 for the offence punishable under Sections 8, 11, and 11(d) of The Karnataka Prevention of Cow Slaughter and Cattle 
Prevention act 1964, Section 66 and 192A of The Indian Motor Vehicles Act, Section 128 of the Central Motor Vehicles Rules 2015. The copies of the Complaint and F.I.R are produced herewith and marked as ANNEXURES - B and C respectively.
4.
It is further submitted that when the accused who are illegally transporting the Cows were arrested and the vehicles are seized preceded by registering a case in Crime No.100/2017, as a counter blast and an after thought a complaint was given by the accused against the persons who helped the police in taking action against them. Based on the said complaint of the accused, a case in Crime No.101/2017 for the offences punishable under Sections 341, 504, 323, 506, 427, 307, 324 Read with Section 34 of the Indian Penal Code has been registered two individuals. The copies of the complaint, FIR, and Order Sheet in Crime No.101/2017 are produced herewith and marked as ANNESURES – D, E and F respectively. 

5.
The petitioner further submits that when the accused in Crime No.101/2017 who have helped the police were produced before jurisdictional Magistrate, the petitioner herein being a practicing Advocate as part of his profession has filed vakalath and bail application on behalf of the accused in Crime No.101/2017. At this juncture, due to political intervention of the ruling party, in order to facilitate the accused in Crime No.100/2017 threatened the petitioner from providing legal assistance to the activists, the Respondent No.9 herein has issued a notice under Section 41A of the Code of Criminal Procedure on 16.08.2017 seeking explanation of the petitioner. The petitioner has sent his reply through Registered Post & Acknowledgement Due which was served on the police on 22.08.2017. 

6.
It is submitted that thereafter the Respondent No.9 issued one more notice dated 11.09.2017 thereby implicating the petitioner in Crime No.101/2017 by narrating the story that this petitioner has also participated in the said alleged crime. It is submitted that the petitioner is innocent and law abiding citizen and more over he is practicing Advocate. Because of the political pressure the Respondent No.9 is trying to implicate the petitioner in the above crime, which has resulted in miscarriage of justice.  

7.
It is further submitted that the fundamental rights of the petitioner guaranteed under Article 21 of the Constitution of India are being violated by the Respondent No.9. The only hidden agenda of the Respondent No.9 is to fix the petitioner in the above crime, though he is only an Advocate who has filed vakalath and bail application on behalf of the accused in Crime No.101/2017. Further, the petitioner is a sympathizer of the Bharathiya Janatha Party, which is a National Political Party and providing legal service to the activists who fought for the welfare, protection, preservation and development of Cow Progeny in the State. There is no proper mechanism and yardsticks for proper and effective implementation of the same.

It is submitted that Entry 15 of the State List and Entry 17 and 17A of the Concurrent List of the 7th Schedule to the Constitution of India deals with the said subject matter.  Unfortunately, dumb animals or living creatures, which are very much essential for agriculture, horticulture, environment and livelihood for the human beings has been neglected and the same are being illegally slaughtered which is contrary to law. But, the police are registering the cases against innocent persons and the NGO’s who are working for the welfare of the animals and who are in no way connected with the illegal transportation and slaughtering of the animals.  

10.
It is further submitted that it is settled law that not only human beings but also the living creatures have their fundamental rights to live within the meaning of Article 21 of the Constitution of India. Their rights to live are also recognized by the Constitution and various International Treaties. When this being the case, the animals especially which are inevitable for the welfare of the society and the nation particularly for the development of the agriculture, environment and economy of the country needs to be taken atmost care.  
11.
It is also pertinent to note that the Cow Progeny is being worshipped by the Hindus as sacred Animal by calling it as Gomatha. Even in the great epics i.e. Ramayana and Mahabharatha there is reference of worship of Cow Progeny. This practice is being followed since from our ancient period. Further, Hindus and Jains are treating the Cow as part of their life and as such it is the bounden duty of the Central and the State Government to protect, preserve and develop the Cow Progeny.  

12.
It is submitted that it is the duty of the every citizen of the country under Article 25 and 26 of the Constitution of India to protect, preserve and develop the Cow Progeny. For this illegal and unconstitutional activity, the names of religion are unnecessarily dragged into on the celebration of Bakrid and other Muslim festivals. Absolutely there is no such scope for illegal slaughtering of Cows in the name of religion. Even religion does not insist or recognize such practice, but unfortunately Cows are being illegally transported and slaughtered even under the guise of religious festivals.  

13.
It is submitted that most of the population of India is depending upon the agriculture for their livelihood.  The Cow Progeny is very much essential for the agriculture activities, environment protection, healthy atmosphere and more particularly for the economic development of the country. However, the life of such a useful and sacred animal is under stake. Being highly aggrieved by the notice issued by the Respondent No.9 dated 11.09.2017, and inaction of the State And Central Government in the matter of preservation protect n dev of cow progeny the petitioner without having no other alternative and efficacious remedy, preferring this writ petition under Article 226 and 227 of the Constitution of India read with Section 482 of the Code of Criminal Procedure on the following among other grounds.  

14.
The petitioner has not filed any other petition or appeal on the same cause of action before any other forum.  

15.
This writ petition does not involve constitutional validity of either central or State Act.  

GROUNDS

16.
The petitioner is innocent and law abiding citizen of the Country and more over he is a practicing Advocate at Puttur Bar Association. He is also a social worker doing yeomen service to the society.  The Respondent No.9 is trying to implicate him in the false, frivolous and vexatious complaint. Absolutely there is no material to implicate the petitioner in the above crime.  

17.
The petitioner being a practicing Advocate filed vakalath and bail application on behalf of the accused in Crime No.101/2017, who has been falsely implicated by the Respondent No.9, as a counter blast to registration of case in Crime No.100/2017.  

18.
The ingredients of the offences alleged are not made out. It is apparent on the face of the record that the petitioner as part of his profession has filed vakalth and bail application on behalf of the accused in Crime No.101/2017, who have been falsely implicated with oblique motive in order to tarnish their image and reputation and also to harass the humiliate them in the eyes of public.  

19.
The petitioner’s fundamental rights under Article 21 and 19 of the Constitution of India are being violated by virtue of initiation of the proceedings and the same is abuse of process of law and there is a need of interference by this Hon’ble Court to secure ends of justice to protect the fundamental rights of the petitioner.  

20.
It is submitted that right to live under Article 21 of the Constitution of India is available to living creatures and they too have right to live. It is duty of the every citizen to protect the rights of the living creature. Therefore, there is a need to issue directions to the Central and the State Government in this regard.  

The Hon'ble Supreme Court in the case of Animal Welfare Board of India vs. A. Nagaraja and Ors., reported in MANU/SC/0426/2014 : (2014) 7 SCC 547, have held that there are five internationally recognized freedoms of animals; 
i) freedom from hunger, thirst and malnutrition; 
ii) freedom from fear and distress;
 iii) freedom from physical and thermal discomfort;
 iv) freedom from pain, injury and disease; and
 
v) freedom to express normal patterns of behaviour. 
The above five Freedoms has been declared by World Health Organization of Animal Health (OIE), of which India is a member and acts as the international reference organisation for Animal Health and Animal Welfare. OIE has been recognised as a reference organisation by the World Trade Organisation (WTO) and, in the year 2013. Food and Agricultural Organisation (FAO) in its "Legislative and Regulatory Options for Animal Welfare" indicated that these five freedoms found their place in Farm Welfare Council 2009 U.K. and is also called Brambell's Five Freedoms. These five freedoms, as already indicated, are considered to be the fundamental principles of animal welfare and we can say that these freedoms find a place in Sections 3 and 11 of PCA Act and they are for animals like the rights guaranteed to the citizens of this country under Part III of the Constitution of India.


It has further held that every species has an inherent right to live and shall be protected by law, subject to the exception provided out of necessity. Article 21 of the Constitution, while safeguarding the rights of humans, protects life and the word "life" has been given an expanded definition and any disturbance from the basic environment which includes all forms of life, including animal life, which are necessary for human life, fall within the meaning of Article 21 of the Constitution. So far as animals are concerned, "life" means something more than mere survival or existence or instrumental value for human-beings, but to lead a life with some intrinsic worth, honour and dignity.
21.
It is submitted that the subject matter of protection, preservation and development of Cow Progeny falls under Entry 15 of the State List and Entry 17 and 17A of the Concurrent List of 7th Schedule to the Constitution of India.  This being the case both the Central and the State Government have important role to play in protection of the Cow Progeny.  


(The entry No. 15 of the State List in the Seventh Schedule of the Constitution of India reads as under:

        "15. Preservation, protection and improvement of stock  and prevention of animal diseases; veterinary training and practice."


 Entry Nos. 17 & 17-B of the Concurrent List in the Seventh Schedule of the Constitution of India reads as under:


"17. Prevention of cruelty to animals.


17-B. Protection of wild animals and birds.")
22.
It is further submitted that Article 48, 48A and 51A(g) of the Constitution of India specifically speaks about the protection, preservation and development of Cow Progeny. The said constitutional provisions are not effectively implemented by both the Central and the State Government, which has resulted in illegal transportation and slaughter of Cows.  
(Article Article 48 of the Constitution of India reads as follows:

Article 48: Organisation of agriculture and animal husbandry. The State shall endeavour to organise agriculture and animal husbandry on modern and scientific lines and shall, in particular, take steps for preserving and improving the breeds, and prohibiting the slaughter, of Cows and calves and other milch and draught cattle."
Article 48(A) of the Constitution of India reads as follows:

Article 48(A): Protection and improvement of environment and safeguarding of forests and wildlife. “State shall endeavour to protect and improve the environment and to safeguard the forests and wildlife of the country."
Article 51-A (g) of the Constitution of India reads as follows:
"51-A (g): to protect and improve the natural environment including forests, lakes, rivers and wild life, and to have compassion for living creatures;"
23.
It is further submitted that the protection, preservation and development of Cow Progeny is a need of the hour in the interest of Nation. The Cow Progeny has played a major role for the development of agriculture, creation of good environment and healthy surrounds and more particularly for the growth of economy of the Nation. Therefore, the Cows shall be protected from illegal transportation and slaughtering.  

24.
 It is submitted that the Hindus and Jains are worshipped the Cows as Gomatha and they treat the Cow as sacred animal and even large number of citizens of our country are treating the Cow as GOD. It is submitted that under the Freedom of Religion guaranteed under Article 25 and 26 of the Constitution of India religious faith and right of the citizens needs to be protected and the Cow Progeny being the subject matter of worship, the same needs to preserved, protected and developed in the interest of the Nation.  

25.
It is submitted that various literatures and International Conventions also suggested for preservation, protection and development of the Cow Progeny.  

26.
It is submitted that the Central and the State Governments are not implementing the existing Acts and Rules which are framed for the above purpose.  Therefore, it is just and necessary to issue an appropriate direction to the Government to frame proper guidelines in this regard.  

27.
The importance of Cows and its progeny has been discussed in length by the Hon’ble Supreme Court in the case of  State of Gujarat v. Mirzapur Moti Kureshi Kassab Jamat reported in 2005 (8) SCC 534.  The entire subject matter has been dealt with by the Hon’ble Apex Court the Cow protection law was upheld. 

28.
The petitioner reserves liberty to raise additional grounds if any during the course of arguments at a later stage.  

GROUNDS FOR INTERIM RELIEF

29.
It is submitted that the petitioner is an innocent and law abiding citizen and more over he is a practicing Advocate. The petitioner has not committed any offence as alleged in the notice. The Respondent No.9 has issued the impugned notice to falsely implicate the petitioner in the crime.  The petitioner being an Advocate has filed vakalth and bail application on behalf of the accused as a part of his profession. As a counter blast and in order to harass and humiliate the petitioner, the impugned notice is issued. The very initiation and continuation of the above proceedings is abuse of process of the court, which has resulted in miscarriage of justice. Both Central and State government has not taken proper steps for protection preservation and development of Cow Progeny illegal transportation and slaughtering is being taking place every part of the country and there is need of intervention of this Hon’ble court. If the interim order is not granted the purpose of filing of this writ petition would be defeated.  On the other hand, if the interim order is granted, no hardship would be caused to the Respondents. Therefore, it is just and necessary to pass the interim order as prayed for.  

PRAYER 


WHEREFORE, the petitioner above named most respectfully prays that this Hon’ble Court may be pleased to; 

i)
Issue a writ in the nature of certiorari or any other writ or order or direction to quash  the  notice dated 11.09.2017 issued by the Respondent No.9 under Section 41A of the Code of Criminal Procedure in Crime No.101/2017 for the offences punishable under Sections 341, 504, 323, 506, 427, 307, 324 Read with 34 Indian Penal Code thereby implicating the Petitioner in the said proceedings, which is produced as ANNEXURE - A; and all further proceedings pursuant thereto in so far as the petitioner is concerned;  and 

ii)
Issue a writ in the nature of mandamus or any other writ or order or direction, directing the Central and the State Government to take steps for effective implementation of The Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act, 1960 and various rules made thereunder and also The Karnataka Prevention of Cow Slaughter and Cattle Preservation Act, 1964 and the Rules made thereunder and The Karnataka Prevention of Animals Sacrifices Act, 1959 and the Rules made thereunder; and 

iii)
Issue a writ in the nature of mandamus or any other writ or order or mandatory direction and frame guidelines / instructions for protection, preservation and development of the Cow Progeny in terms of constitutional safe guards contemplated under article 48, 48A and 51A (g) and Freedom for Animals declared by Honble Apex Court in the case of Animal Welfare Board of India Vs. A. Nagaraja and ors. (2014)7SCC547 and invoking the principles of “Parens Patriae”. and 

iv)
Issue a Writ in the nature of Mandamus and direct the Central and State Government to Stop / Ban illegal slaughter houses and take strict action in accordance with law against such illegal transportation and slaughtering of Cow Progeny. 

v)
Issue any other Writ or Order and grant such other and further reliefs as deems fit in the circumstances of the case in the interest of justice and equity.  

INTERIM PRAYER


Pending disposal of the above writ petition, the petitioner above named most respectfully prays that this Hon’ble Court may be pleased to stay the operation and execution of the notice dated 11.09.2017 issued by the Respondent No.9 under Section 41A of the Code of Criminal Procedure issued to the petitioner and all further proceedings pursuant thereto and such other and further relief as this Hon’ble court deems fit in the interest of justice and equity.
